Setting up Classic Workbench – Step by step
First we need to setup the CF card or HDD, the best way to do this is in a real Amiga connected to the IDE with a Workbench 3.1 Install Disk.  Here are the steps:

· Open Amiga and locate IDE header on the left hand side of the Motherboard near the PCMCIA slot.

· Connect Hard Drive or CF-IDE adapter to HDD cable and connect HDD cable to the IDE header on the Motherboard.

· Close up Amiga and insert Workbench 3.1 Install Floppy Disk and power on.

· A Workbench screen should load and you should have an Icon called ‘Workbench 3.1’ double click on this Icon and then open the ‘HDTools’ drawer and then run the application ‘HDToolBox’

· You should see your Hard Drive or CF card listed in menu.  Highlight your drive in the list and click on ‘Change Drive Type’

· Now you need to click ‘Define New’ and ‘Read Read Configuration.’
· Press OK and Save Changes to Drive. 

· Now you need to make partitions in the drive so click on ‘Partition Drive’

· The bar along the top shows the available space on your drive the black area being a partition.  I suggest you create three Partitions on a 4gb CF card.  The first approx 500mb the 2nd approx 1200mb and the third 1700mb ( or the rest but not over 2gb)

· The partitions must be called DH0, DH1 and DH2 respectively.  Once you have created the partitions and named them all press ok and again ‘save changes’

· Now exit and reboot your Amiga.

· You should see three Icons for your hard Drive Partitions, you need to format each partition.  Right click on each Icon one at a time and choose ‘Icons’ and ‘Format Disk’ choose a Volume name ‘Workbench, Work & Games’ for example.  Make sure you choose ‘Quick Format.’  Full format will take forever on a 4gb card!
· Now you can power off your Amiga and remove the HDD/CF Card for setting up on the PC
Now we need to connect the prepared CF card to a PC running WinUAE to setup Classic Workbench.  We will need a USB Card Reader, and ADF of Workbench 3.0 or 3.1 (The full set of 3.1 is recommended if you want to upgrade the install to 3.1 although is not required.  You will also need a 3.0 or 3.1 rom file to use with WinUAE & the Classic Workbench .HDF file extracted from the CWB Archive.

Here are the steps to get Classic Workbench installed:

· Insert your CF Card in the USB Card Reader and connect it to the PC (If windows asks you if you want to format the card *Do Not as this will destroy all the formatting you already done on the Amiga*
· Run WinUAE
· Under Emulated Hardware choose ‘A1200’

· Now under the Hardware Tab click on ‘Rom’

· Make sure you have selected your 3.0 or 3.1 Rom.

· Now go to the ‘Hard Drives’ Tab and click ‘Add Hardfile’

· Under ‘Path’ Browse to your ‘System.hdf’ file that you extracted from the CWB Archive and press OK.
· Now press ‘Start’ and you should see the Classic Workbench Install Screen.

· Follow the on screen Instructions and insert the Disks when prompted by pressing F12 and going to the ‘Quickstart’ Tab and ‘Select Disk Image’

· Browse to your copy of the ADF requested by the Installer and press ‘Open’

· You will be asked if you wish to upgrade your Install to 3.1, to do this you will need a full set of Workbench 3.1 ADF’s as follows:

· Install 3.1, Workbench 3.1, Fonts, Locale, Extra’s and Storage.

· Once you have completed all the steps on screen you will be prompted to remove and Floppy Disk Images and restart, after this Classic Workbench should load up ;)

Now we are going to copy the files from the System.hdf to the CF card, this will give us a fully installed Workbench we can transfer to the Real Amiga!

· Press F12 and go to the ‘Hard Drives’ Tab and select your CF Card from the drop down box and tick the box ‘Read/write’ and click ‘Add Hard Drive
· You should now have two drives installed on WinUAE, the System.hdf for classic Workbench and your CF card.

· Press Start.

· Classic Workbench will load up and in addition to the System Icon you will see your newly created empty partitions.

· Double Click on start Icon (Bottom Left of the Screen) and Run Dopus

· In the left hand screen choose DH0: and in the right hand side type Workbench: and press ‘Return’

· The left hand side of Dopus should show a list of all the files in the System Directory and the right hand side should be Empty or have a Trashcan if you asked for one during the format.

· Click on the top bar of the left window and it should turn Red to show that you have selected it.  Now press ‘All’ and ‘Copy’

· This will take some time but it will copy all the files to your CF Card.

· Once it has finished you can quit out of WinUAE, disconnect your CF card and re-install it in your Amiga.

· You may however at this stage want to install any WHDLoad games or other files in WinUAE as it will be faster then transferring them on your Real; Amiga with Disks or a CF card in the PCMCIA slot.

I suggest booting up WinUAE with your CF Card as the Primary drive and create a PC Directory with your game files in it and select this under the Hard Drives Tab as ‘Add Directory or Archive.’  Then you can transfer any files with Dopus

It is however worth testing your CF card in the real Amiga before you spend several hours transferring files only to find out there was a problem!
